North Yorkshire with an educational need to provide targeted 

help. Schools, Parents, Guardians and the Young Men over 

16 may apply. 

 

Examples of recent grants:  

 

A grant to a 22 year old, previously in care, towards a 

swimming qualification and into a job. 

 

A grant to support 10 boys on a diploma course in gardening, 

for tools and extra assistance. 

 

Extra tuition to help people cope with Dyslexia. 

 

A grant for special clothing to enable a person to take up a 

place at agricultural college 

 

Help with travel expenses to education or work.  

 

Grant to help support a young man, previously in care, with 

academic books for his college course.  

 

Grant to a school to pay for counselling to 3 young men with 

similar needs.  

 

Small grants are given out to applicants.  They can apply 

annually in order to achieve their educational aim. 

Average grants range from £150 to £500, but each case is 

taken on its own merit.
