Please indicate where you would like the bags to be offloaded on your premises, if possible by
providing a sketch map or a brief outline, as deliveries may be made out of hours. The bags should
not be stored on grassed areas, near drains or under trees.

Please bear in mind that the delivery vehicles requiring access to your premises to offload the salt
may be of a significant size. However, smaller quantities of salt should be available to order from
Yorkshire Purchasing Organisation (YPO) or local garden centres or DIY centres.

Advice on storage of salt and usage

Salt deliveries should not be placed on grassed areas, neardrains OR undertrees.

Salt should betransferred to grit bins or dry storage ASAP afterdelivery, (eachl
tonne hag will require approximately 4 grit hins)

Sites should be advisedthat unlessthe grit is coveredit will coagulateand be
virtually unusable when vou cometoneeadit,

COSHH and risk assessments and methad statements should be in place for handling
and use of gritting materials.

Advice on how to clear snow and spread salt

If shovelling snow, consider where you are goingto put it, so thatit does not block
other paths, or block drainage channels. This could shift the problem elsewhere.

hWlake a pathway downthe middle of the areato be clearedfirst, soyouhave a clear
surfaceta walk on. Then youcan shavel the snow from the centreto the sides.

Spreadingsome salt onthe area you have cleared will helptoprevent anyice
forming &few grams (a tablespoon)foreach square metre you clear should work,

Particularcare and attention should be givento steps and steep gradientsto ensure
snow and iceis removed. Youmight needtoapply additional salttothese areas.

Lse the sunto your advantage. Remavingthetop layer of snow will allow the sunto
melt any ice beneath; however you willneedtocaver any ice with saltto stopit
refreezing avernight.
